Dear Parents / Carers and Flamstead Families, 

This week in school our Y6 children have been doing an amazing job in their SAT tests. The 
SATs are important but it is also important to remember that they are a snapshot of 
achievement and they measure only a small part of what makes each and every one of our 
children a unique and special individual.  We are so proud of them all and the effort they have 
made. They enjoyed a hearty SATs breakfast each morning this week and the bacon baps were 
very popular! Children across the school have been designing posters for the Village Show later 
this year and they will also be involved in designing the programme cover for the Scarecrow 
Festival in the summer and we are encouraging everyone to enter the Arts Competition for the 
Art Fair in June.  

This week Reception have focused on the book 'The Ugly Duckling' as part of their Fairytales 
theme and they have been sequencing the story and creating story maps. During independent 
learning the children have been extending their vocabulary and learning how to share when 
making train tracks. The children also created their very own Class Comedy Club this week, 
getting up in the front of class and making their friends laugh. Maple Class have had a busy 
week; measuring mass of classroom objects in Maths, and writing, editing and illustrating their 
Billy Goat Gruff stories about The Three Hissing Snakes. They have also made Aboriginal Art 
inspired by Australian animals and learnt all about the Christian ceremony of marriage.   
 

In KS2 Chestnut Class have been busy planning their own fable in English and thinking about the 
moral of the story.  In Maths they have been working hard on formal written multiplication and 
in other lessons we have looked at photosynthesis, painting a flower using tint and shade in the 
style of Van Gogh and learning how special foods and fasting are used in different religions.  

Bonsai class started the week practising their fielding skills in rounders and are looking 
forward to a match next week. Whilst Year 6 were in their tests, Year 5 worked in pairs to 
complete their own revision and develop their knowledge in Reading and Maths. Year 6 have 
worked hard throughout the week as they completed their SATs and any last-minute revision. 
Staff and Governors have commented on their focus and effort. We are extremely proud of 
the children. They greatly enjoyed their celebrations and rewards on Friday. They were able to 
enjoy time as a year group with activities on the field and relax with a  movie and snack session 
together in the afternoon as a reward for all their hard work. 

I end with some staff news. As a whole school we would like to pass on our gratitude and thanks 
to Miss Lamarr. Although Miss Lamarr has only been with us a short while she has been a 
wonderful support to the children  and a super colleague to work with. Miss Lamarr has recently 
secured new employment much closer to her home and will be leaving us after the half term 
holiday. Although we will miss her greatly, we wish her the very best in her future career. We 
are in the process of conducting interviews and I will keep you updated as to any new staff 
appointments,
