Dear Parents and Carers 

Welcome back to school and to the start of the Summer Term. It has been a short week but we are already very much back 
into school routines and enjoying our learning. The Curriculum Maps for this half term are now on the school website. On 
Monday I welcomed the children back to school in assembly and we found out about ‘Earth Day’. The children had very good 
ideas about how to look after and care for our planet and it was good to know they all seem to be knowledgeable about lots of 
things including recycling and reusing. I hope they were able to share ideas with you at home, such as simple things like turning 
lights and electronics off, saving water when brushing their teeth, buying local food and drinking from a re-useable bottle 
instead of buying more plastic.  

We had two new starters in Year 2 and Year 4 on Wednesday and we welcome them and their families to our school 
community. You will also see we have brand new scooter and bike racks so please make use of them by walking your children 
to school and allowing them to use their scooters and bikes. Safety tips are also displayed by the racks to ensure a safe journey 
for everyone. Our new planters in the pond area look magnificent too. Thank you to FOFS and Mark Russell for making them.  

Cherry Class have enjoyed their phonics this week, Nursery have been exploring rhyming words—spotting them and even 
making up their own! Reception have been practising sentence writing using Colourful Semantics to support their 
understanding of sentence structure. In Maths, Nursery have been learning about 2D shapes, drawing them and writing their 
initial sounds. You may have spotted Reception's Maths learning in the EYFS garden, where we've been creating part-whole 
models with chalk during our outdoor sessions. In Maple Class have had a great start to the new term.  They were very excited 
to see the new layout of their classroom and have been keeping our new cloakroom area tidy.  In English, they practised their 
imperative verbs - giving and following instructions about washing their hands.  And, in Science they carried out experiments 
investigating the effect Earth's gravity had on their paper helicopters.   

In KS2 Chestnut Class have enjoyed starting their new topics this week. 
They have been learning about ‘The Tudors’ in History and have been 
doing long division in Maths. The highlight of the week was their 
computing lesson when they were taking digital photos in the school 
ground and then editing them in class. Bonsai Class have been have 
exploring a range of topics in Maths this week as they recap and revise 
key skills in the run up to Year 6 SATs. They have worked hard in 
guided reading developing their skills alongside their knowledge of 
Earth Day and St George's Day. They have also enjoyed working 
collaboratively to complete SPAG questions in the quest to achieve the 
best group score in class.   

Once again, could I please ask that you are considerate when driving 
and parking at school. One of our school neighbours could not enter 
her driveway on Tuesday due to a car parked across the entrance.  

Please remember to bring any painted pebbles to school on Monday 

to commemorate VE day at St Leonard’s Church.  

Enjoy the weekend, which looks to be filled with sunshine, and we 

look forward to seeing you on Monday. Please bring named sunhats
